APPROVE FINANCIALS 

Budget and Finance Manager Adrian Gorton explained the financials for today as including 

Appropriations transfer for the Engineer’s Office moving General Fund payroll appropriations 

into their General Fund Equipment account (this is appropriations that represent the payroll 

that was moved from ARPA).  Mr. Gorton explained that he spoke with Katie Taylor at the 

Engineer’s office, and they are looking to purchase a scanner for the Tax Map department and is 

planned to go before the ADP Board for approval.  Mr. Gorton stated that it sounded like it 

would be something the Board would need to make provisions for to purchase and is a small 

amount of the ARPA payroll that was transferred and is about $65,000.00. 

 

Supplemental De-Appropriation from Mental Health in their Capital Reserve Fund Project 

Contracts account, Cash transfer from the General Fund to the County Engineer’s Building fund 

to provide the 22.2% share of the funding that was requested for the construction of their new 

salt structure, Cash transfer from the Worker’s Compensation Rotary Fund to reimburse 

departments that paid into the 2019 and 2020 premiums as required by the State Auditor before 

funds can be used for other safety related expenditures; a Then and Now encumbrance for the 

Commissioners’ Office to Kimberly Baioni for appointed counsel fees from 2022 that were not 

previously encumbered, Then and Now encumbrances for the Common Pleas Court to the 

Supreme Court of Ohio for assigned Judges fees and to the office of the Ohio Public Defender 

for investigator fees from 2023 that were not previously encumbered, Travel Requests for the 

Common Pleas Court and the Dog Warden, a Purchase Order for Emergency Services to 

Daystar Ford of Garrettsville LLC for a new replacement 2024 Ford Ranger, a payment for the 
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Engineer’s Office to Ohio Machinery Company for a 2024 Caterpillar D3XL Track Type Tractor 

in the amount of $125,949.00 and a Revenue Certification from the Common Pleas Court 

Technology fund for additional unbudgeted revenue received in 2024 and a Revenue De-

Certification from Mental Health in their Capital Reserve Fund from budgeted revenue they will 

no longer be receiving in 2024. 

 

Mr. Gorton addressed a question from Commissioner Lennon, stating that the General Fund  

payroll is coming out of ARPA so therefore leaves funds in the General Fund payroll accounts  

and while we have asked them to not use those funds because the Board needs to transfer those  

funds back into the General Fund.  Mr. Gorton feels that this is a rare expenditure for the Tax  

Map department and would most likely need to fund it.  Mr. Lennon inquired about funds being  

returned back, to which Mr. Gorton reached out to Prosecutor Flaiz and he feels the resolution  

is insufficient to compel the Elected Officials to return those funds.  Mr. Flaiz did express that  

his office was working on whether or not some of the affected departments have the ability to  

refund, and while it might not be able to return to the ARPA funds but it could be returned to the  

General Fund.  Mr. Gorton explained that Sheila Bevington, Clerk of Courts has agreed to  

return the funds and is taking steps to get those funds back.  Mr. Gorton stated that he was still  

waiting to hear on the Highway Road Fund, which was several hundred thousand dollars.  Mr.  

Lennon expressed that he feels those funds need to be returned and finds it suspicious. Mr.  

Lennon stated that it really is a shell game, moving funding around so you don’t have to do  

paperwork.  Mr. Gorton expressed that next week during the permanent appropriation budget  

and they will discuss the cuts to make the budget balance.  Mr. Gorton stated that Maintenance  

and the Courts were excluded from the General Fund payrolls that were transferred to ARPA.   

Mr. Lennon hopes that next year when budgets come around this is remembered.

PROSECUTOR’S OFFICE – APPLICATION OF APPOINTMENT OF COUNSEL – NO  

MOTION MADE TO MOVE FORWARD – AFTER DISCUSSION ACTION TAKEN TO  

ESTABLISH A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING OVER USE OF SPACE IN THE  

BUILDING AND COST OF UTILITIES AND JANITORIAL SERVICES 

Prosecutor Jim Flaiz explained that the Commissioners Office has been pursuing a lease  

agreement to have the Board of Health pay rent for their space in the county office building and  

a lease was drafted and sent to them.  The Health Department sent it to his office for review and  

after much discussion his office determined that there was a conflict.  Mr. Flaiz explained that he  

had facilitated a meeting with former Health Commissioner Quade, Mr. Lennon and Mr. Morgan  

about getting the health department to move into the new building. Mr. Flaiz expressed that they  

were interested in moving here due to proximity of other services and that he understands that  

certain commitments were made by the Commissioners office to get them to move here.  Mr.  

Flaiz stated that now the Board is pursuing them to get them to pay rent, and the health  

department could have an argument they detrimentally relied upon commitments.  Mr. Morgan  

and Mr. Lennon don’t agree with Mr. Flaiz about the meeting.  Mr. Lennon expressed that it is  

more than just rent, it’s about having an MOU about the footprint of space of the building.  Mr.  

Lennon stated that the former Health Commissioner was all in favor of moving into the building  

and that he had money in his budget to help with construction, continuing that the next meeting  

was with the Clerk of Courts who also had funding to help with the construction costs of the  

building.  Mr. Flaiz stated that it is about rent, it’s a lease and includes them paying rent and  

that you are trying to take money from the Health Department.  Mr. Flaiz stated that because  

they are a combined Health District that the Board of Commissioners can charge rent, you don’t  

have to, and now the rules are changing to try and charge them rent, but they need a lawyer to  

make the arguments, should they pay rent, how much they should pay and if they detrimentally  

relied upon the Boards representations to move into the building.  Mr. Lennon asked if Mr. Flaiz  

was trying to create an issue or a lawsuit, as that is what is sounds like and asked if they have an  

APA.  Mr. Flaiz returned by stating that the Commissioners have outside counsel advising them  

on this, to which Mr. Lennon stated that the Commissioners have to for everything, because Mr.  

Flaiz has pushed them to do it.  Mr. Flaiz added that he disagreed but that he could not  

represent the Health District, because if it came to litigation he would be called as a witness.   

Mr. Flaiz stated that the Commissioners wanted the Health District out of building 8 and into the  

new building but needed to give them a place to go.  Mr. Lennon stated that the rent was to cover  

overhead charges like utilities and janitorial.   Mr. Flaiz stated that the lease says it is a cost per  

square foot and utilities, and if you want to calculate those things that is a different story.  If you  

want to charge rent in a lease agreement, they need a lawyer.  Mr. Lennon stated that he wanted  

an MOU, and if we have to provide them a lawyer the Commissioners would have to pay for it,  

to which Mr. Flaiz stated that the General Fund would have to pay it.  Mr. Flaiz expressed that 

he doesn’t have to do a joint application, but he could just go to the Court to get the application.   

Mr. Dvorak expressed that former Health Commissioner Bob Weisdack used to say if the levy  

didn’t pass he would have to charge the townships and political subdivisions.  Mr. Flaiz and Mr.  

Lennon went back and forth about wasting time and taxpayer dollars.   

 

Mr. Flaiz stated that he feels the Board should drop the rent issue and not hire outside counsel.   

Mr. Dvorak stated that he would like to lean towards an MOU with the Health District to say  

this is your space, parking, and save a lot of time and money, free rent and serve the people,  

adding that we wanted them here as it’s the center of the county.   

 

Mr. Dvorak made a motion for the Health Department to have an MOU with free rent but with  

an understanding over the space in the building.  Mr. Lennon expressed that there needed to be  

an agreement in place that just states you are here, hours of operation and what is your space  

and what is not, listing the boundaries. 

 

Commissioner Spidalieri asked for clarification on responsibilities on a cost involved with  

utilities and cleaning, and Mr. Flaiz no disrespect and Quade was very much engaged with  
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moving in here and had no issue with rent, because it would give him a facility to do what he  

needed to do, and that they would assist with costs.  Mr. Spidalieri stated that they are not  

looking to make money, and he wasn’t involved in the meeting Mr. Flaiz mentioned.  Mr.  

Spidalieri asked Mr. Dvorak about responsibility of costs, to cover operational costs that are  

there, to which Mr. Dvorak mentioned what is in the detail of a combined health district, give  

them free rent and work on an MOU.  Mr. Flaiz stated that if we are providing maintenance  

services, there is a cost to that, utilities could be figured out.  Mr. Spidalieri wanted to hear Mr.  

Dvorak state that there could be a dollar factor, to which he stated Yes, whatever the ORC states  

as a combined health district and that they would need to cover certain costs.  Mr. Spidalieri  

stated that with the City of Chardon involved that there should be a dollar figure that we should  

not be uncomfortable with charging since they are involved.  Mr. Flaiz stated that all the  

residents pay for the levy and pay for the services, but if they are looking at utilities and  

maintenance and janitorial services.  Mr. Flaiz stated that its’ all the same taxpayers and you’re  

just moving funds from one place to another.  Mr. Lennon agreed but that nothing is free and  

there is a cost to everything.  Mr. Spidalieri expressed that they extended the olive branch to the  

health district and from the beginning that he was of the understanding that it was something  

they looked to do. 

 

Mr. Flaiz stated that the health district had some legacy issues that that current board has taken  

on and have been working hard to fix the issues of overcharging, and because of that they are  

currently not flush with cash.  Administrator Adam Litke explained that the only thing that they  

could do is raise fees or increase the levy to offset expenses, and they have reduced fees to cover  

the cost of expenses so if they are charged rent, they would have to do an increase.  Mr. Flaiz  

stated that fees were high, and they had built up their funds and the Budget Commission was not  

happy with that and then Quade came in and then COVID hit and now they are handling a lot  

of issues that have been discovered from years’ past.  Mr. Lennon said the Health Board has  

done a good job and Mr. Litke of taking a huge ball of twine and untangling it.  Mr. Lennon  

stated that when they started talking about this it was to define space and what the existence was  

here and things that go on in here could cost, including expansion or renovation of space.  Mr.  

Flaiz stated that he would love to see the Board waive rent, maybe do an MOU. 

 

 Mr. Dvorak asked for the motion to be read.  Clerk Christine Blair clarified that the item that  

was on the agenda, had no motion and the item did not move forward (below). 

 

The Prosecutor’s Office is requesting the Board approve and authorize the President of the  

Board to execute the Application for Appointment of Counsel in regard to the Application of  

Prosecuting Attorney and Geauga County Board of Commissioners for Appointment of Legal  

Counsel for the Geauga County Board of Health appointing Attorney Bryan Kostura to represent  

and advise the Board of Health on the proposed lease agreement and any other matters relating  

thereto between the Board of Health and the Board of County Commissioners.

PROSECUTOR’S OFFICE – AUTHORIZE PROSECUTOR TO EXECUTE AMENDMENT TO  

PARAGRAPH EIGHT OF THE AGREED JUDGEMENT ENTRY – CITY OF CHARDON V.  

GEAUGA COUNTY 

Mr. Flaiz explained that as the Board may recall on May 27, 2022, the County and the City of  

Chardon came to an agreement through a Judgment Entry regarding several items and  

paragraph #8 of that judgment entry discussed the City’s contribution of the expansion project  

of the Courthouse and beautification on the square and that there was a 10% contribution /  

capped at $2 million dollars.  Mr. Flaiz explained that after going back and forth on the invoices  

the City of Chardon is ahead of schedule on payments.  A meeting was held and after some  

discussion it was stated that the City of Chardon was going to pay $2 million and came up with a  

payment schedule for the remaining payments by the City of Chardon.  Mr. Flaiz thanked Mr.  

Gorton and Ms. LaChapelle, along with the City of Chardon for working on this.  Mr. Lennon  
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explained that when we were knee deep on this with the City of Chardon we talked about $15  

million on this project and are creeping towards $20 million and haven’t talked about the inside  

yet.  Mr. Lennon felt we had an estimate and that was a speed bump that got ran over.  Mr. Flaiz  

expressed that back then he figured $15-17 million, but between then and now the footprint was  

enlarged based on the Judges for safety and security.  Mr. Flaiz stated that in order to do this the  

correct way, it drove up the price increase.  Mr. Lennon expressed that the cost is $20 million;  

City of Chardon is doing $2 million, and the County contribution is $18 million.  Mr. Dvorak  

added that you add in the $10 million ARPA funds and its only costing the County about $8  

million.  Mr. Flaiz expressed that the Board of Commissioners did this and didn’t raise taxes,  

and that’s huge.  Mr. Spidalieri added that if you look at what we are putting into this instead of  

a band aid approach, we have a lot of things yet to handle on the square and that will be a  

different conversation than what we are talking about now.
